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probe
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Google has fired several lobby firms
and shuffled political
consultants and lobbyists around amid reports that
the US
government may be preparing to investigate it for antitrust
violations.

The tech giant ditched about six lobby firms, the Wall Street
Journal reports, and restructured
its Washington policy team, in
addition to shedding two senior officials
who helped build its
influence operation in the US capital.
